
 
40 Days for Life – God is Working 

Education:  Joanne and her daughter Eleanor were excited to organize the very first 40 
Days for Life campaign in Providence, Rhode Island. Although they reached out to their 
church, other churches, other groups friends, she found only thirteen volunteers willing to 
participate.  They did the best they could to cover the abortion center in prayer for the 40 
day campaign. But they saw no evidence of any fruits of their labor. They quoted Mother 
Teresa, “God has not called us to be successful, He has called us to be faithful.” How easy it 
is to be discouraged when we do not see results!    

    But several months later, they were blessed to find out that they had in fact made a difference.  A young 
couple asked a priest to baptize their baby.  They had shared with the priest how they had felt unready to have 
a child and had decided on abortion.  They had gone to the clinic, and walked past people praying outside as 
they went in. But after a little while, they looked at each other, and without a word, got up and left.  They said 
nothing to the people outside, but because of their presence, their baby is alive and well! (1)   
    When you come to an abortion clinic to pray for an hour, you may not see anyone turning around or leaving 
the clinic because of your presence.  But we are seen by everyone entering. Former abortion workers report 
that “no-shows” for abortion appointments always went up when there were people praying outside. The 
abortion workers inside also see us. We are witnesses to the truth, and whether we see any results or not, we 
are being seen. God is working, using our presence to work in the hearts of both clients and workers.
