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Abortion Workers: Help for Them to Leave

Education: No one grows up wanting to work in an abortion clinic. But whether a
single mom is simply looking for a job, or if a woman is post-abortive and feels
validated by working around abortion, women do find themselves in that situation.
They may have at first been promised that they wouldn’t have to be involved with
abortion, but over time were required to take their turn in the lab. Eventually, as
they see and hear about things, they may come to hate their jobs but feel trapped
because they need to pay their bills. After Abby Johnson left Planned Parenthood,
she founded And Then There Were None (ATTWN), a non-profit dedicated to helping
- abortion workers leave the industry. Since its founding in 2012 ATTWN has helped
over 500 workers to leave their jobs, with transitional financing, help to find other employment, and
emotional and spiritual support. Healing retreats are also offered for the former abortion workers. 18% of
the quitters helped by ATTWN were told to perform illegal activities at their work. 18% of the quitters had
also attempted suicide. 33% were not certified or qualified to perform their clinical duties, and almost 64%
deal with insomnia. (1) ATTWN regularly mails cards to abortion facilities to inform staff of the help
available, but the majority of abortion workers who turn to the organization learn about them from

sidewalk advocates or prayer volunteers outside the facility.
